Manipulating light to draw attention
to a specific part of the subjectwhile
at the same time keeping large
amounts of shadows in order to add
depth to the image. (Technical)

Low-key photography is a genre of
photography consisting of shooting
dark-colored scenes by lowering or
dimming the "key" or front light
illuminating the scene (hence
Low-key), and emphasizing natural or
artificial light only on specific areas in
the frame.

Panorama mode allows you to
capture more of the scene by
combining images to create a
panoramic photo.

If using flash it should sync with
your shutter, and the light from
the lamp shouldn’t affect your
image. Take a couple of test shots,
and adjust your flash intensity
accordingly
