Would like to see a bit on 
the top, just a li�le bit �ght. Needs a bit more impact.

All Afluff Anne Wilson 13 Honour Nice and sharp - good detail in the feathers. Background 
nicely out of focus and not intruding although the 
orange patch on the r/h side does catch you eye. Birds 
eye is good - always hard to get.

Ballarat Town 
Hall

Ken Marsh 10 Acceptance Great light. Nice camera angle - like the repe��on and I 
did like the shadow but I didn't like the grill on the wall. 
I would crop it �ghtly keeping just the stone work also 
cloning or cropping the red man out, once seen you go 
to it straight away. But good effort to eliminate as mush 
as possible of anything distrac�ng.

Black Winged 
S�lt

Steve  Demeye 8 Acceptance High key image - like the circular ripples around the 
bird, without them the composi�on would be too 
central but with the ripples you can get away with the 
subject in the centre.. Bird is not sarp enough - which 
could be due to a lower resolu�on. 

Cockatoo 
Detail

Carol Hall 10 Acceptance Nice close up portrait of the bird, detail in the feathers 
but maybe a li�le over sharped. Great colour.

Early Morning 
Photographer

Anne Carroll 9 Acceptance Nice ligh�ng, and a good sky. Red always catches your 
a�en�on. If you new the person I would get them to 
move in a bit closer to the waters edge as there is a lot 
nega�ve space with nothing going on. 

Ebb and Flow Anne Carroll 9 Acceptance Nice light although shadows are a bit heavy. Sky is a bit 
blank. Liked the white foam in the foreground and there 
is a lot of nega�ve space in the centre. Good exposure.

Feeding Time Sonia Bickley 8 Acceptance Great colour, background well handled. But the birds are 
not sharp. I bet there was a lot of ac�on so movement 
would be a problem also the lower resolu�on for EDI's 
does not help. Like the bird top  le� bi�ng the other 
birds tail.
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Finial Judy McEachern12 Merit Well seen and captured, exposure and depth of field 
good. colour and ligh�ng good. the out of focus 
background frames the subject well

Lyn Fowler 14 Honour Great image, nice and sharp, depth of field is good, the 
only distrac�ng thing is the green stem top r/h side - 
gardening is very important with closeups. I would 
probably concentrate on the frnt group and crop the the 
others out.

Greasing the 
Wheels

Anne Carroll 12 Merit Well seen. exposure good and a good subject for B/W. 
Would crop out man in the background and focus on the 
main subject. pity we can't see more of his face - 
probablely would have put his cap if asked - these guys 
have a lot of images taken of them. Pity about the high 
vis vest but rules are rules.

Hanging On Be�y Bibby 10 Acceptance Well caught - good colour- background well handled. 
Most of the bu�erfly is nice and sharp but it falls off a 
bit at the bo�om which could be due to movement as 
their wings move constantly.

I can balance Carol Hall 14 Honour High four. nice and sharp all the way through the bird. 
Good detail in the feathers. Eye is clear and sharp. 
Background is well done. Well done. Is he/she the 
resident at North Gardens?

I'm Not An Owl Anne Wilson 13 Honour Head is nice and sharp then the focus falls off - but I 
don't think that ma�ers. The eye is good, it's day�me 
and they don't like that.

Lake Lonsdale Anne Wilson 11 Merit Having the foreground is good as it gives the image 
depth. Nice light. Would have moved the camera a li�le 
more to the le� and put the dead tree on the third line.

Midnight 
Moonset at the 
Apostles

Frank Carroll 13 Honour It is amazing how much light the moon emits. The trail 
light leeds you though the image. The exposure wasn't 
all that long by looking at the see - if it had been a bit 
longer the sea would have come up a bit so�er and 
blerred out a bit more. Great so� colours. 

Mitchell falls Trevor Bibby 13 Honour Great image. Great colour. Like the series of falls. Nice 
and sharp thought - once again great depth withe 
foreground fall thought to the top one. From a plane? 
Kimberley's or NT?



Old salt 
harvester

Mark Bevelander12 Merit Interes�ng subject, nice light. Probably the best �me to 
photograph it as the white salt like snow could cause 
exposure problems. Would have shi�ed camera 
posi�on a li�le to the right to give a bit more room in 
front of the machine - not that is going anywhere soon 
but that would give it room to move.

On Duty Sonia Bickley 9 Acceptance Good colours. Composi�on OK with the diagonal 
placement of the board. Well exposed and a good sky 
but the image is a bit sta�c.

Overflow Steve  Demeye 13 Honour Water has been treated very well - the rest nice and 
sharp throughout. The low camera angle does not give 
any scale. Like the B/W which has been well done.

Random Rocks 
& Seaweed

Murray Mc Eachern9 Acceptance Nice and sharp throught. The three main rocks are in the 
right places. Exposure is good although the whites on 
the le� hand rock are a bit blown out. . But needs a 
centre of interest your eye tends to wander from rock to 
rock.

Red Hill 
Photographic 
Rooms

Ken Marsh 9 Acceptance Don't know where this was taken !! Exposure handled 
well as you are in shadow. I would have waited a second 
longer before pressing the shu�er which would have 
got rid of the half person on the le� and placed the 
foreground figure in the doorway. Reflec�ons in the 
window or RHPR are a bit distrac�ng.

Row of Trees Lyn Fowler 9 Acceptance Apollo Bay streetscape . They are great trees and quite 
unique - I believe they were grown from seed brought 
back from Turkey a�er the WW1. Well seen - pity about 
the road signs, I know you could get rid of them but they 
are there and photography records what is there. 

Sheer cliff face Trevor Bibby 11 Merit Three layers of this scene makes it three dimensional - 
like the tree on the right hand side to add a bit of a 
frame. Nice and sharp all the way through. Exposure 
good. sky a bit bland but you have cropped most of it . 
Interes�ng rock forma�ons on the bo�om tear - Has it 
been mined? It does lack a centre of interest your eye 
wanders a bit. 

Sunset over 
the water

Be�y Bibby 14 Honour Brilliant colour in the sky and water. Nice bit in the 
foreground with a bit of detail. Background has just 
enough light to show a bit of detail. Liked the Pelican 
and the wake it is leaving.  
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The Marina Lyn Fowler 9 Acceptance Exposure good and depth of field good image is sharp 
throughout. Looks cold with that low cloud in the 
background. The red buoys in the right hand side tend to 
catch your eye . Maybe change camera angle to crop 
black boat out and include all of the blue boat  in the 
middle distance if possible. Composi�on is a bit messy.

Trails at 
London Bridge

Frank Carroll 14 Honour Love what happens to the sea with very long exposures. 
great star trails. I would have moved the camera a li�le 
to the le� and put the arch on the thirds. Great colour in 
the rock.

Tranquil scene Trevor Bibby 10 Acceptance Like the foreground - although would crop a bit of the 
light coloured water out, middle ground is great and the 
distance is good. The image has great depth. Like the 
reflec�ons.
 but your eye keeps coming back the light foreground.

What a galah Be�y Bibby 8 Acceptance Good to have your subject doing something. Exposure is 
good - well done looking up into the sky but the bird is 
not sharp enough. This could be a resolu�on problem as 
we down size our images for projec�on.

Steve  Demeye 11 Merit The power of the sea - ac�on is implied by the outgoing 
wave - undertow and the incoming wave. Well exposed 
and good colour in the wave. Would crop a bit of the 
foreground out as it is not sharp. 

Gondola Murray Mc Eachern9 Acceptance Exposure is good - background very atmospheric withe 
snow covered mountains way in the background. 
Gondola needs to be put on the le� hand bo�om thirds 
or top right hand thirds, depending on which way it is 
traveling - but we don't know that so le� to right would 
be the way to go. Image is a very centeral.
Would crop a bit of the bo�om also.

Helili� Murray Mc Eachern9 Acceptance Suspended in more ways than one. Similar comments to 
the gondola image very atmospheric. There is a lot of 
nega�ve space in the image would crop a lot of the top 
and a li�le off the bo�om. Helicopter is not all that 
sharp.  
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Hurtling over 
the logs

Mark Bevelander8 Acceptance Exposure good but should have a li�le faster shu�er 
speed as there is a li�le bit of blur - ligh�ng condi�ons 
would not have been your friend. Would have had 
subject a bit higher in the frame - not so central. This 
fast ac�on so you have done well. I think the image 
suffers a bit from the resolu�on problem as well or an 
ISO that is too high which may have been necessary 
under the ligh�ng condi�ons.

Judy McEachern11 Merit Well exposed under the condi�ons - looking up into the 
sky. Composi�on good  with the diagonal line of the 
planes, pity the lead plane is turning out but they are 
very fast, things happen very quickly and you probably 
have a long lens on which makes tracking harder.

Standing S�ll

Frank Carroll 14 Honour Well caught - must be running to have both feet of the 
ground at once or it is an op�cal illusion. Liked the 
shadow. Fits the subject perfectly. Would maybe tweek 
the exposure a li�le. Wellseen and done.

Speeding over 
the sand

Mark Bevelander12 Merit Composi�on good . Mo�on is implied with sand being 
thrown up by the wheels. Background is good nothing to 
distract. Exposure is good considering there would have 
been glare of the sand. Would crop a bit top and 
bo�om. 

Splashdown Judy McEachern12 Merit Mo�on has been frozen well. Exposure is good , there is 
texture in the whites. Maybe could have moved in a bit 
closer.

Wandering

Carol Hall 15 Honour Great image - speed is shown by the wake from the 
birds wing as it hits the water. I doubt that you saw that 
in the viewfinder when you took this. I mist it on my 
first look through.

A Blue Boat Frank Carroll 13 Honour Beau�ful light - love the colours. Did not like the boat 

bo�om le� it's colour did not match the great colour 
and light of the rest of the image - I know that the �tle is 
"A Blue Boat" but for I would crop and lose the nice 
reflec�ons unfortunately. But s�ll a very pleasing 
image.

About Time Anne Carroll 15 Honour Really great image of Elephant Rock.Colour in the cliffs 
is good, Sky and water is great. Well done.

Dam Fine View Steve  Demeye 13 Honour Well composed with foreground, middle distance and 
the mountains in the background. Well framed with the 
tree hiding a bit of blank sky. Nice reflec�ons. Well 
done.

Down Below 
the Gum Trees

Frank Carroll 14 Honour Well done. water is great and the wet rocks are well 
exposed showing texture.. The greens are vibrant - 
green is not always the photographers best friend.

Reflec�on of

Mark Bevelander12 Merit Well composed, the stack and reflec�on are well 
placed. Nice so� colours. Sky is good. Nice light on the 
stack - water is nice and so�. There was a similar image 
in the EDI's which had a figure in it, not sure if that 
would help in this case but it could help fill in the 
nega�ve space on the le�.

World of Fungi Mark Bevelander12 Merit Great selec�on of fungi - any one of the images could 
stand alone. Exposures are good each one matches the 
other. I would have liked the edges of each image to be 
feathered a bit more to lose the sharp edges, make 
them blend more into the background. Well done - not 
sure if it is a compe��on image.

The Committee has also approved a minor variation of the ‘Creative’ de�nition to align 
the Club’s de�nition with the Australian Photographic Society:

APS DEFINITION OF CREATIVE:
Creative/ (E) - Creative or experimental photographs display a novel e�ect because of 
an unusual combination of objects and /or unusual viewpoint.  

Photographs in which the images have been modi�ed during or after exposure by 
using an experimental technique are also eligible in Creative/Experimental sections.  

The photograph must always have a basic photographic image. Digital manipulation 
processes may be employed provided the original photograph was exposed by the 
entrant.
