Workshops/Outings 
 

Portrait workshop 
 

Twelve people attended the photo workshop, just fitting into the studio space 
above N L Harvey and Son’s store in Sturt Street. Thanks to Lorraine and Lloyd for 
allowing us to use the venue. Thanks also to our models Kathryn and Marcus and for 
Kate who organised them. 

Luckily I brought along my radio remotes for the studio flashes as we would 
have had difficulty otherwise, unfortunately I only had one conventional hotshoe 
trigger (apart from the Sony/Minolta type) so we had to constantly change from one 
person to another. Next time I will bring two along and make sure the batteries are 
working, one trigger was flat. 

It was time for me personally to try out a new camera, not the conventional 
DSLR on the cover but the Sony ILC-7s or A7s. I thought I would try it out without 
flash, just using ambient light only. You can see the effect of mixed lighting; some 
skin tones areas are warm where others are blue. I used an old Minolta MD 85mm 
f/1.7 with a MD to E-mount adapter. The lens is an old 1977 manual focus lens so I 
was using the focus “peaking” feature of the A7s. The first one of Kathryn was 1/60 
of a second @ f/1.7 ISO 2000, noise is OK perhaps a bit mushy but I can only work 
with Jpegs at the moment, I’ll have to wait till I get my new raw converter. 1/60 was 
perhaps a little slow for an 85mm lens (some noticeable movement blur) I’ll try 1/90 
or 1/125 next time and f/1.7 is a bit shallow in focus, the hands are reasonably in 
focus, the eyes not so. The second one of Marcus looks sharper even though it is 
still 1/60 of a second but this time at f/4 and especially so because it was ISO 8000. 
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Workshops are a good place to try out new techniques, one of the comments I heard 
from one of those attending was, “Well that was something new I learned today”. 
 It doesn’t matter how experienced you are you can always learn something new. 
 
There will be no workshop or outing in July because of the Annual Awards.
