As the �rst severe Covid lockdowns started to bite in the UK, I began to correspond more regularly with a long-time friend from my uni 
days. We had graduated in Geography, lived in the same Hall of Residence, been youth hostelling together and shared a bed-sit when 
completing our Dip.Ed.  After marriage, living on the northern side of London she and her family had access to the wonderful system 
of public footpaths through the countryside, including the nearby Long Distance Footpath known as the Ridgeway. Soon we began to 
exchange photos of the outdoor places we visited during our respective restrictions. They were able to do 10 mile hikes, exercising 
well away from crowds! Once in a while I would also receive photos of the grandchildren on the rare occasions they could meet them. I 
responded with photos from my day trips out from Ballarat plus some older images which had meaning for both of us including the 
scanned slides from the 1969 YHA trip to Ireland.
